· Not many people like the use of hypens (i.e. - ) and/or underscores (i.e. _ ) in domain names.

· There is still some disagreement over the use of ‘sb’ to prefix the ‘metaphorum’ domain name.
· Several members of the Infoset prefer the '.org' extension, but we MUST be sure that each of the Web-sites are DEFINITELY going to be a "non-profit making”. 
· Other members of the Infoset like the '.info' extension, which is an international domain, and seems to have no restrictions on what it type of organisation it can be used by.
· Finally, other members of the Infoset think we should be using a ‘.com’ extension, which is an international domain, and seems to have no restrictions on what it type of organisation it can be used by.  However, we can only use this if we add the ‘sb’ prefix.
So, I need one last round of ‘voting’ before I buy the two domain names.  Please indicate your preference, by ranking using a 1, 2, 3 scale (where 1 is your most preferred name), the different versions of the full domain name (all of which are currently available), for each Web-site.
